SUMMER RECREATION PROGRAM

Bev Eggleston, Recreation Director presented an overview of the
2014 summer recreation program.

A Yates County
Public Health representative taught the children disaster
preparedness in light of this year’s flooding and damages. Mrs.

PRESENTATION — NEW YORK STATE OFFICE OF REAL PROPERTY SERVICES:
TOWN REVALUATION

Assessor Vernon Brand introduced Gary Drake, New York State Office
of Real Property Services Regional Manager and Pat Brede, Yates
County Real Property Tax Service Director. Mr. Drake provided an
overview of property taxes, the assessor’s duties, the revaluation
process and what drives market values. In summary, New York State
law has determined the “fair” way is to base the amount of taxes
that property owners pay on the estimated market value of their
real property. The assessor plays no part in the determination of
the tax levy. The assessor’s job is to identify and estimate
market values of all properties located within their municipality.
What you strive for from an assessor is fairness, uniformity and
equity. Equity assures the tax burden is distributed equally and
fairly.

Eight of the nine towns in Yates County intend to conduct a
revaluation in 2015 to bring their equalization rate to 100%. The
Town of Jerusalem’s equalization rate is 97%. New York State
budgets a pool of monies and offers up to $5/parcel toward the cost
of a revaluation. Mrs. Brede also provides support to the towns
during a revaluation and is available to answer questions the Town
Board may have.

* Supervisor Killen is meeting with Simmons Recovery Consultants
this week to discuss why only two proposals for work have been
submitted to FEMA to date.

®* Supervisor Killen contacted McMichael Electric to fix the
entrance and parking lot lights.
